Specification for article area calculations

The calculation is best explained by reference to examples.

This page contains 6 articles:
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In the following diagram, the total page area is defined as the smallest
rectangle that contains all the marks on the page. This is painted with a blue
wash. We have also highlighted one article with a red wash, and have
calculated its area by summing the areas of the three text blocks that go to
make up the article. The red areas are 4% of the blue areq, so the article area
score for this article is 4%.
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In the second example, the total are of the article is the sum of 7 text blocks,
and is calculated as 32% of the blue area.
The final example includes an image:
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1) The total are of the page does not include any white margins.

2) The area of an arficle does not include the white space between
individual blocks within the article

3) The results for each article will be reported as the percentage value
(calculated as above), and the total area of the blocks for that article,
in square cms.
