WHEREAS:

a. Newspaper publishers have authorised the Licensor to grant non-exclusive licences to make and distribute paper copies of their publications;
b. The Licensor has authorised Licensee to make and distribute paper copies to its Clients on the terms and conditions set out in this Paper Copying Licence.
1. DEFINITIONS
"Client" mean a client to whom Licensee delivers Copies or Cuttings or in respect of whom the Licensor has granted Licensee express permission to make such delivery;

"Copy" means a copy of a Cutting produced by laser printing, photocopying or hard-copy fax;

"Cutting" means (i) an article, column, report or other item taken from a Newspaper in the form that it appeared in the Newspaper (including Cuttings accessed through the Licensor’s ‘eclips’ database) or (ii) an article from a Newspaper which has been Image Scanned;
"E-Fax" means delivery from a fax machine to a computer desk-top in the form of an electronic file.

"Fee Tariff" means the tariff for the time being setting out the fees due to the Licensor in consideration of the rights granted by this Licence.

"Image Scanning" means digital scanning to produce a "read-only" version of a Cutting which cannot be searched or amended. 

“Initial Term” means 1 (one) year commencing on the Start Date

“Inspector” means an independent accountant or firm of accountants (or such other professional as the Licensor determines is necessary), appointed by the Licensor to exercise its rights under clause 5 of this Agreement.

“Link” means a password controlled electronic link to a Cutting in electronic form held on the Licensor’s ‘eClips’ database.

“National Newspapers” means those Newspapers designated as UK National Newspapers in the Paper Repertoire.

"Newspapers" means those publications including but not limited to newspapers that from time to time form part of the Paper Repertoire EXCLUDING any and all titles listed under ‘Foreign Newspapers’.

"Paper Delivery" means delivery of a Copy to a client by hand delivery, post, courier, DX or fax (but not E-Fax).
"Paper Repertoire" means the list published from time to time by the Licensor of publications which can be found at www.nla.co.uk including but not limited to newspapers in respect of which the publishers concerned or other parties authorized to do so have given mandates to the Licensor to licence the making of Copies EXCLUDING any and all titles listed under ‘Foreign Newspapers’ and Lloyds List.

“PCA” means a press cuttings agency which is authorised by Licensor to provide Cuttings to Licensee.
"Rights Restricted Material" means material in respect of which: (i) a Newspaper publisher does not own copyright; or (ii) a Newspaper publisher has not mandated the Licensor to grant a licence; or (iii) the Licensor does not grant licences from time to time as set out in clause 10 of this Agreement, taking account of any notice served pursuant to that clause.

“RRO” means a reprographic rights organisation who has a licence with Licensor for the collection of fees for paper copying of Newspapers as set out in Appendix 4.

"Other Publications" means those publications listed in the Paper Repertoire as being specialist titles.  For the avoidance of doubt the National Newspapers are not Other Publications.

“Start Date" means the date set out in the Particulars

“Summary” means any summary or extract derived directly or indirectly from a Cutting.  For the avoidance of doubt a Summary includes any text which reproduces the headline or title of a Cutting.

"Supplemental UK Repertoire" means all of the Newspapers set out in the Paper Repertoire except the National Newspapers and EXCLUDING any and all titles listed under ‘Foreign Newspapers’.

"Text Scanning" means applying software to a Cutting which converts the Cutting into ASCII text which can be searched and amended (including Optical Character Recognition ("OCR") scanning)

2. RIGHTS GRANTED 

In consideration of the payment of the Fees and subject to the Licensee complying with the terms of this Agreement with effect from the Start Date the Licensee is solely granted the following rights:

2.1.1 to make Cuttings from any of the Newspapers in the Paper Repertoire; and/or 
2.1.2 subject to the approval of Licensor to receive Cuttings from any of the Newspapers in the Paper Repertoire from a PCA; and/or
2.1.3 subject to the approval of Licensor to receive Links from a PCA solely for the purpose of creating Copies from the pdf copy of the Cutting accessed via the Link (excluding in respect of the Financial Times);

2.1.4 to subject a Cutting to Image Scanning and to use the electronic file created only for the purposes of making and delivering Copies to Clients by Paper Delivery; and
2.1.5 to subject a Cutting to Text Scanning and to use the text created only for the purposes of searching for Cuttings which are relevant to Clients; 
2.1.6 to make and deliver Copies to Clients by Paper Delivery;

2.1.7 to electronically store and access any scanned Cutting for a period of 28 days after the Deadline after which all scanned Cuttings (whether Text or Image Scanned) must be deleted from Licensee’s systems;

2.1.8 to be indemnified for any damages and reasonable legal costs incurred by Licensee as a result of carrying out any of the acts as permitted above provided that after receiving notice of any claim in respect of or in connection with the rights granted in this Licence Licensee refers it to Licensor without having responded to it after which Licensor or the publisher of the relevant Newspaper will be entitled in Licensee’s name to conduct the defence of the claim and to compromise it as Licensor or the publisher in their absolute discretion may see fit. 

2.2 Without prejudice to the other terms of this Licence, Licensee shall not be entitled to deliver Cuttings or Copies or any documents or data derived therefrom (for example by a process of Text or Image Scanning) to any Client who Licensee should reasonably be expected to believe is likely to further distribute and make them available as part of its business unless Licensee has given prior written notice to Licensor of its intention to do so, and Licensor has specifically approved (on such terms as it sees fit, which shall include a term that the Client holds an appropriate NLA licence), Licensee making the delivery to that Client.

3. LICENSEE OBLIGATIONS
3.1 Licensee shall only deliver paper Copies to its Clients and shall not at any time make available to its Clients Cuttings in an electronic format.

3.2 Licensee shall ensure in its contracts with Clients to whom it sends Copies by Paper Delivery that there are enforceable obligations on Clients that:

3.2.1 Unless appropriately licensed, or as otherwise permitted by law, they shall not further reproduce, copy (including electronically), distribute, display, sell, publish, broadcast, circulate, deliver or transmit Copies (whether in electronic or hard copy) either internally or to any third party so as to infringe the intellectual property rights vested in the Licensor;

3.2.2 they will not use E-Fax software and/or equipment to receive Copies. 
3.3 If Licensee receives information that one of its Clients is involved in unlicensed activities then Licensee shall notify the Licensor immediately (unless such information came from the Licensor) and Licensee shall immediately cease to provide any further services to that Client unless and until it has obtained an appropriate licence. .
3.4 Licensee undertakes that it will not copy nor reproduce any material from Newspapers other than as is permitted by law or is within the scope of this Licence.  For the avoidance of doubt, nothing shall prevent Licensee from seeking to obtain a licence to copy or reproduce material from a Newspaper directly from the Newspaper publisher if that publisher has properly withdrawn its mandate to the Licensor in respect of the rights which Licensee seeks to license.

3.5 Save as otherwise expressly permitted by this Licence, Licensee shall not make any alterations to any extract or Cutting other than alterations to size or layout necessitated by the limitations of the service which Licensee provides for its Clients.

3.6 Licensee shall not store any material copied from Newspapers in electronic form (including for the avoidance of doubt any Cuttings accessed via a Link received from a PCA) as part of any library or archive of information other than as expressly provided for in this Licence.  

3.7 Licensee shall only deliver or transmit Copies to  existing Clients save that up to five Copies may be delivered to a prospective client for a trial period of no more than one month (each a "Prospective Client").  If the Prospective Client already has a licence from the Licensor, and provided that Licensee obtains the Licensor’s prior written confirmation of this, such confirmation not to be unreasonably withheld, then there is no limit on the number of Copies which may be delivered to the Prospective Client during the trial period, subject to the terms of its licence.  Licensee is otherwise subject to the same obligations and restrictions under this Agreement and the Licences in respect of Prospective Clients as in respect of Clients.

3.8 Licensee shall not copy, communicate to the public nor issue copies to the public of any article, column, report or other item taken from a Newspaper website save as permitted by the Copyright, Designs and Patents Act 1988 or as otherwise permitted under this Agreement.

3.9 This Agreement and the Licences do not confer on Licensee any rights whatsoever in respect of Summaries.

4. CALCULATION and payment OF FEES

4.1 For each calendar month the fees payable by Licensee will be determined by reference to the number of Copies made by Licensee from Newspapers published during that month in accordance with the Fee Tariff.  By not later than the seventh day following the end of each month Licensee is required to have delivered to Licensor by email a monthly return in the form of an Excel spreadsheet as set out in Appendix 1 showing the number of Copies as have been paper delivered to Clients from each Newspaper during that month
4.2 If Licensee scans Cuttings (whether by Text Scanning or by Image Scanning) for the production of paper Copies, Licensee shall pay to the NLA the scanning fee as set out in the Fee Tariff based on the number of Clients which Licensee has.

4.3 The Licensor shall issue an invoice for the amount due to the Licensor based on the information provided in the Monthly Return and the Licensee shall pay to the Licensor the amount due (plus any applicable taxes) no later than 30 (thirty) days from the end of the month to which the relevant Monthly Return relates.  The Licensor reserves the right to charge interest on any overdue amounts at a rate of 4% above the Bank of England base rate.  Licensee shall be solely responsible for all bank charges that may be levied in remitting the Fee to Licensor.

4.4 In the event that for any reason the Monthly Return is not submitted by the due date the Licensor reserves the right to submit to the Licensee an invoice for an estimated amount due for such month which invoice shall be payable as provided in clause 2.3 above.  Licensor shall either issue a credit note or further invoice to confirm the actual amount due following receipt of the Monthly Return.

4.5 The Licensor may amend the Fee Tariff at any time, by giving the Licensee 3 months prior notice in writing of the revised Fee Tariff. 

5. RECORDS INSPECTION AND AUDIT
5.1 The Licensee must keep for inspection by an Inspector adequate and proper records, in accordance with generally accepted accounting practices and other relevant standards as appropriate, and sufficient to verify compliance with the Licensee’s obligations under this Agreement.  These records shall in particular (but without limitation) be sufficient to enable verification of:
5.1.1 Licensee’s returns (including delivery of records and invoices to Clients)

5.1.2 compliance with the obligations to delete Cuttings and scanned text (whether by Text or Image Scanning) from electronic records;

5.1.3 compliance with the obligations set out in clause [  withdrawal of cuttings] below;

5.1.4 compliance with the copyright notice obligations set out in this Licence.

5.2 The records kept and made available for inspection by an Inspector shall include:

5.2.1 the total number of Copies made by date and publication
5.2.2 the name, address, contact details and telephone number of the Client to whom Copies were delivered

5.3 The Inspector shall have the right to have access to Licensee’s premises during business working hours on not less than:
5.3.1 one month's notice for the purposes of carrying out an annual audit; and

5.3.2 24 hours' notice where the NLA reasonably suspects that Licensee is in breach of this Agreement or that Licensee is infringing any copyright in a Newspaper;

in either case to inspect such of Licensee’s records, computers and business arrangements as may be necessary to:

5.3.3 verify the performance of its obligations under this Agreement; 

5.3.4 determine whether Licensee is carrying out any acts which are unlawful or in respect of which it is not licensed;

5.3.5 check that Licensee has complied with the copyright notice obligations in this Agreement; 
5.3.6 ensure that Licensee has deleted Copies and Cuttings as required by this Agreement; and/or
5.3.7 ensure that Clients are party to appropriate and valid End User Licences
5.4 If such inspection reveals an underpayment of fees (which for the avoidance of doubt includes underpayment as a result of unlicensed acts of copying) Licensee shall forthwith remit the amount of the underpayment to Licensor.  If the underpayment is more than 5% of what is due the reasonable costs of the inspection will be paid by Licensee.  If the underpayment in Licensee’s monthly payment is greater than 10% for any month within the 12 month period being audited then the Inspector will be entitled to extend the audit to a period ("the Period") of not less than 6 months within the 12 month period being audited; and if the underpayment for the Period is greater than 10%, then the NLA will have the right to terminate this Agreement with immediate effect.
5.5 The Licensee may request that the Licensor appoint an independent accountant or firm of accountants to conduct an audit of the Licensee’s business in accordance with the provisions of this clause 5.  The Licensee will be responsible for paying all of the accountant’s fees and costs for carrying out the audit.  Any such audit so requested by the Licensee shall be entirely without prejudice to the Licensor’s rights under this clause 5 which shall remain unaffected.

5.6 It shall be a term of appointment of any Inspector that they shall not disclose to Licensor the name of any of Licensee’s Clients, and shall keep confidential all information including the names of Clients obtained from the inspection and use it only for the purposes set out above.

6. COPYRIGHT NOTICE

6.1 Each page of each Copy must be properly endorsed with a notice of at least the size of Times New Roman 7pt in the following terms:

6.2 "This Cutting has been produced under licence by [Licensee Name].  It is protected by copyright.  No further copies may be made except under licence from the NLA."

6.3 At any time, on not less than 7 days' notice, Licensor may request samples of Copies sent to Clients to ensure compliance with these requirements.

6.4 Licensor may amend the wording of the notice referred to in clause 6.1 upon 30 days’ written notice.

7. clientS
7.1 It is acknowledged that where the Licensee’s Client is located in a territory where the Licensor has an agreement with an RRO, or as may be required by law in that territory, Licensee’s Clients shall as required take a licence from and report to such RRO in respect of any Copies the Client may itself make of Cuttings.  If the Licensor does not have an agreement with an RRO in the territory where the Licensee’s business is located, subject to any requirements of law in that territory, Licensee’s Clients shall be required to hold an NLA licence to undertake further acts of copying of Cuttings and Licensee shall notify its Clients of such obligations as set out below.
7.2 Licensee shall within 28 days of first delivering Cuttings to a new Client, or a prospective Client, and not less than once in every calendar year commencing on the date hereof in the case of all Clients, send a letter in or substantially in the terms of Appendix 2 (the "Notice Letter").  If Licensee become aware of information which suggests that any Client or Prospective Client is copying or conventionally or electronically delivering Cuttings to any third party, but without, if required, a licence, then Licensee shall forthwith remind the Client or Prospective Client of its obligation to obtain a licence from either the NLA and of Licensee’s obligation to inform the NLA if a licence is not obtained within 28 days.  Licensee shall inform the NLA of any case where Licensee has information which suggests that a Client or Prospective Client is making Copies or electronically making Cuttings available, but without, if required, a licence, if within 28 days of Licensee reminding its Client or Prospective Client of its obligations to obtain a licence, the Client has not confirmed that it has obtained one.

7.3 Licensee undertakes that it will not authorise, incite, or encourage Clients or Prospective Clients to reproduce any Copies or Cuttings from Newspapers otherwise than as permitted by licence or by law.

8. WITHDRAWAL OF CUTTINGS AND INDEMNITIES
8.1 
Should the Licensor notify the Licensee of rights restricted material, the Licensee shall ensure, for the benefit of the Licensor and the newspaper publishers, that it does not distribute any such notified rights restricted material to Clients, and that it retracts any such rights restricted material from any electronic equipment where it may be stored immediately.  The Licensee acknowledges that neither the Licensor nor the newspaper publishers shall have any liability whatsoever for the Licensee's failure to comply with such notice.  In addition, the Licensee agrees to indemnify the Licensor and the newspaper publishers, and hold them harmless from and against all actions, claims, demands, costs, expenses, liabilities, loss, damages or other monetary relief brought, made or awarded against or incurred by them (including but not limited to liability for infringement of intellectual property or moral rights, defamation, breach of confidence, breach of data protection law or negligence) which results (directly or indirectly) from the Licensee's failure to fully comply with any notice concerning rights restricted material.  The Licensee will provide confirmation of compliance with requests on each occasion by email to the Licensor.  All such notices will be treated as confidential by the Licensee and its employees, agents and clients.
9. Termination 

9.1 This Agreement may be terminated by Licensor by notice to the Licensee taking immediate effect if:

9.1.1 The Licensee commits any material breach of the terms of this Agreement and which, if it is a breach capable of being remedied, has not been remedied within 28 days of written notice from Licensor requiring Licensee to remedy it; or

9.1.2 The Licensee ceases to carry on business or becomes unable to pay its debts; or

9.1.3 The Licensee has a receiving order made against it, or makes an assignment for the benefit of its creditors, or if a receiver or liquidator is appointed for all or substantially all of the Licensee’s assets who is not discharged within 30 (thirty) days of the appointment, or in the event that the Licensee shall petition or consent to any relief under bankruptcy, receivership, liquidation, compromise, arrangement or statutes now in force or hereafter enacted. 

9.2 This Agreement is terminable by either party by giving 3 (three) calendar month’s written notice at any time after the Initial Term and expressed to be effective on the last day of any month.

9.3 Termination of this Agreement will be without prejudice to any other rights or remedies of either party or at law and will not affect any accrued rights, obligations or liabilities of either party and in particular Licensor’s right to receive any outstanding payments.

9.4 Where a Licence has been terminated by Licensor pursuant to clause 5.4 of this Agreement, then Licensee is entitled to apply for a new Licence only upon payment to the NLA of a renewal fee as set out in the Fee Tariff from time to time.  The renewal fee shall be paid by Licensee to the Licensor in addition to all other payments Licensee is required to make to the Licensor pursuant to this Agreement.  This clause shall survive termination of the Agreement for whatever reason.

10. ANNOUNCEMENTS

10.1 Neither party shall issue any press release or other public document containing or making any public statement containing information which relates to this Agreement (including signature of this Agreement) without the prior written approval of the other party (such approval not to be unreasonably withheld or delayed) except as required by law or by any legal or regulatory authority.

11. DATA PROTECTION
11.1 Each party acknowledges and accepts that in performing their obligations under this Agreement they may process personal data belonging to or otherwise controlled or processed by the other party.  Each party hereby undertakes to the other Party that in such circumstances they will in respect of such personal data comply with any obligations under any applicable laws and regulations relating to the processing of personal data and privacy.

12. NO PARTNERSHIP

12.1 Nothing in this Agreement is to be taken to constitute a partnership between the parties and neither party is to hold itself out as the partner of the other. Licensor shall not be liable for any act or omission of Licensee and Licensee is not by virtue of this Agreement to be entitled to pledge Licensor’s credit or to sign any document or enter into any contract or make any promise on Licensor’s behalf.

13. CORPORATE STRUCTURE

13.1 The Licensee will keep the Licensor fully informed as to any changes in the Licensee’s company name, structure or control.

14. LIMITATION OF LIABILItY

14.1 The Licensor will not be liable under this Agreement for any loss of actual or anticipated income or profits, loss of contracts or for any special, indirect or consequential loss or damage of any kind howsoever arising and whether caused by tort (including negligence), breach of contract or otherwise, whether or not such loss or damage is foreseeable, foreseen or known.  

14.2 The maximum aggregate liability of the Licensor under or in connection with this Agreement, whether in contract, tort (including negligence) or otherwise, will in no circumstances exceed the total fees payable by Licensee hereunder during the preceding 12 months. 

14.3 These limitations of liability shall not apply in respect of any damage caused to the Licensee by the negligent act or omission of an Inspector whilst on the Licensee’s premises.

15. Notice

15.1 Any notice given under this Agreement is to be in writing signed by or on behalf of the party giving it to the other at its registered office (if it is a company) or usual place of business or to such other address as the party to whom the notice is given may have designated in writing for the purpose.

16. Severability of Provisions

16.1 If any one or more of the provisions of this Agreement is held to be invalid, illegal or unenforceable, the validity, legality and enforceability of the remaining provisions is not to be in any way affected or impaired as a result.

17. Entirety of Agreement

17.1 This Agreement and the Fee Tariff contain the full agreement and understanding between the parties and supersedes any previous Licences that Licensor may have granted to Licensee.

18. Assignment

18.1 Licensor may assign the benefit of this Agreement to any person at its absolute discretion save that Licensor requires Licensee’s written consent for an assignment to another press cuttings agency or to any person who owns a press cuttings agency.  Without Licensor’s prior written consent, Licensee is not entitled to assign or sublicense the benefit of the Licences or any of its rights or obligations under it.

19. NO WAIVER

19.1 If the Licensor waives any breach by Licensee or the Licensee’s default of any of the provisions of this Agreement, that is not to be construed as a waiver of any later breach or other provision.  Nor is any delay or omission on Licensor’s part to exercise or avail itself of any right, power or privilege that Licensor has or may have under this Agreement to operate as a waiver of any breach or default by Licensee.

20. CUMULATIVE REMEDIES

20.1 The rights and remedies provided in these conditions are cumulative and not exclusive of each other or of any rights or remedies provided by law.

21. AMENDMENTS

21.1 Without prejudice to Licensor’s right to amend the Fee Tariff from time to time and to make amendments to this Agreement as specifically provided for elsewhere in this Agreement, this Agreement may only be amended in writing signed by a duly authorised representative of each party.

22. Governing Law AND JURISDICTION

22.1 This Agreement is to be governed by and construed in all respects in accordance with the law of England.  The parties agree to submit to the exclusive jurisdiction of the English Courts as regards any dispute, controversy or claim arising out of or in relation to this Agreement or any Licence.  For the avoidance of doubt this clause does not prevent either party from applying to the Copyright Tribunal.

1. The supply of copies of cuttings ("Copies") by a press cuttings agency to a client does not carry with it permission to make further photocopies, electronic copies or to fax, that Copy.
2. Clients who do photocopy, electronically scan/disseminate or fax cuttings from publications listed in the [attached schedule] [schedule overleaf] of publications in the repertoire of the NLA will normally require a licence from the [NLA / RRO*].
3. Applications to the NLA for a licence should be addressed to it at Wellington Gate 7-9 Church Road Tunbridge Wells, Kent TN1 1NL, telephone 01892 525273, fax 01892 525275, email copy@nla.co.uk.* 
4. If information comes to our attention which leads us to believe that our client is photocopying, electronically scanning/disseminating or faxing cuttings without an appropriate licence, we are required by the terms of our licence from the NLA to disclose that information to the NLA.
