High Court Update	In November 2010, the High Court upheld the requirement for end users of paid-for web monitoring services to hold an NLA licence. Following the decision of the Court, the NLA is continuing to provide clients with a quotation for web licensing and advising them to accrue for the costs, pending the outcome of the Copyright Tribunal (scheduled for September 2011). Meltwater has decided to appeal the High Court decision – and the case will be heard by the Court of Appeal in June.
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
