The NLA’s High Court action against Meltwater/PRCA commenced on Monday 8th November.

You will recall that we have brought this action to ask the Court to give a ruling around the need for end users of a paid for web monitoring service to have a licence.  We have sought clarity in order to have the legal position on licensing straight, before the Copyright Tribunal examines (February 2011) whether the terms of our web licences are ‘fair & reasonable’
