Commencing in April 2010, the NLA will be writing to all digital licensees advising them that their NLA FT eclips access will be automatically disabled on their licence renewal date.  Unlicensed users of FT content (single users) will have their eClips FT access disabled on 1 July 2010.  It is also your responsibility to notify your customers accordingly. All other content on eClips will be unaffected. 
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
