Web Licensing
An email will be sent to all NLA licensees with a basic licence advising them of changes to NLA web licensing. The email will highlight that as of January 2010 the NLA is extending its licensing scheme to cover content on newspaper websites.  Any licence extensions (if applicable) will be organised for licensees at the time of their licence renewal. 
We would also like to remind you of your obligations regarding ensuring clients are appropriately licensed.  Please find below and extract taken from ‘Appendix 3’ of the Web Database Licence:
“If information comes to our attention which leads us to believe that any client is viewing or distributing the web news content supplied through our service without a valid licence, we are required by the terms of our agreement with the NLA to disclose that information to the NLA”
