The NLA recently changed the format in which rights and libels notifications are displayed. We would like to remind all PCA’s that they are contractually required to provide notification, at least once every 24 hours, that they have acted upon these article removal requests.

Rights & Libels Blackening Tool
The NLA have now introduced the blackening of restricted pictures within articles. Occasionally libellous pictures will be blacked out on the article PDF. This will not impact text, the article XML will also be unaffected.

Adding/Deleting/Restoring Users
All PCA’s have the ability to add, delete and restore eClips users using the UMI http://www.nla-eclips.com/manage/.
